These instructions describe the bootloader update for block I/0 modules of the TBEN-S and
TBEN-L product families via FDT/DTM. Read these instructions carefully before updating the
bootloader. This is to avoid possible damage to property. Retain the instructions for future use
during the service life of the product. If the product is passed on, pass on these instructions as
well.

1.1 Target groups

These instructions are aimed at qualified personal and must be carefully read by anyone oper-
ating and maintaining the device.

1.2 Explanation of symbols used

DANGER
